Background: 
Authors are invited to submit structured abstracts (maximum 300 words) in English, including the sections Background, Methods, Results, and Conclusion. Abstracts should be formatted in Arial, font size 11, with 1.5 line spacing. The Background should briefly outline the context, knowledge gap, and study aim.
Methods:
Methods should describe the study design, sample size, and key techniques.
Results:
Results must present clear and specific findings supported by quantitative data and statistical significance. Statements such as “results will be presented” are also acceptable.
Conclusion:
The Conclusion should summarize the main implications for research and/or clinical practice. Submissions are welcome from all areas of endometriosis research. ICER 2026 is a fully publicly funded, non-commercial conference with free participation, promoting independent and international scientific exchange.
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
